  V.        New Business

                A.     Journal Briefing:
         Editor Jan Parke reviewed the deadlines to submit officer columns for the Journal.  

         They are   November 1 for the Winter issue; and February 15 for the Spring issue.  The 

         Fall Journal is the Pre-Conference promotion issue and generally only conference information 

         will be included.  Consequently, officers do not have deadline responsibilities for this issue,    
         although the deadline is June 1.

         President Corace echoed the importance of meeting all deadlines so as not to put our colleagues in 

         a difficult position.  Corace also noted the importance of checking e-mails and responding 
         within 24-hours.

B.     Travel Guidelines:
         Executive Director, Karen J. Dowd reviewed the FAHPERDS Travel Reimbursement guidelines that 

         apply to board members.  FAHPERDS Board Meetings are scheduled for January 10, March 7, 

         (Conference Planning); May 15-16; October 7; October 10.  Per diem is slated for $6 for breakfast; 

         $11 for lunch; and $19 for dinner.   Board members are strongly urged to ride-share with others in 

         same geographical area so as to best utilize Alliance funds.  Mileage is reimbursed at .445 per 
         mile.  When hotel rooms are necessary for those who travel a considerable distance or for 
                         two-day meetings, FAHPERDS will cover the full cost of rooms that are shared by same gender 

                         board members and only one-half of the room cost for those who do not share rooms.  

                         Reimbursements are made by check within 7-10 days after the reimbursement forms are received.

                  C.    Year Ahead:

                          President Corace expressed optimism about the year ahead, despite the difficult economic times we 

                          are experiencing.  She indicated that there is much we can do to move FAHPERDS forward.

                          Executive Director Dowd indicated that there is a serious need to update, revise and organize all

                          operating codes, processes, award criteria, bylaws and committee functions.  Most of this important
                          work can be conducted inexpensively.   She indicated that it would be worthwhile legacy to be the 

                          board that brings the Alliance documents up to date.  Dowd also announced that the program 

                          proposal submission process and the award nomination process will be fully online protocols.  Using
                          a high tech process greatly improves accuracy, efficiency and timeliness.
