III. Quorum/Rules of Order, review of Agenda

Parliamentarian Sandy Wilbur reported that a quorum was established and that the usual procedural rules would apply to meeting deliberations.

President Knitt indicated that in an effort to maximize the meeting time and devote ourselves to the important tasks of budget and conference, the Officer Reports would be distributed as read only.
The agenda for the meeting was accepted as distributed.

President Knitt also reported that due to a Caribe Royale renovation project of all tower suites, the Martinique Ballrooms originally part of the 2008 Conference space allocation would be unavailable.  As a substitute, the Caribe has allocated a temporary Pavilion space constructed behind the Conference Center.  The 25,000 square foot space is air condition and carpeted, but it is a considerable distance from the Caribbean side of the Conference Center and a bit difficult to get to.  Knitt reported that the Executive Committee determined that the Pavilion will be used only for the Awards General Session on Friday morning and then as a last resort session space.

Old Business
A. 2008 Legislative Session
The FAHPERDS Lobbyist, Fely Curva reported that the Health Education bill died as a result of not being heard in committee due to a shortening of the committee hearings from the usual 6-weeks to 2-weeks and the determination by a committee chair not to hear the bill.  Despite a large and influential coalition of key organizations supporting the health education bill, the bill was unsuccessful this session.  Between now and the next legislative session in spring 2009, Fely and Peggy Johns, President-Elect of our Health Association will reposition the bill for another legislative attempt.

ACS/CS/SB 526 - Interscholastic Sports bill was passed that will authorize a tri-county (Bradford, Duval      and Nassau) pilot program will permit a student enrolled in a private school to participate in intrascholastic or interscholastic sports at a public school, if the student's school does not provide an interscholastic or intrascholastic program and is not a member of the Florida High School Athletic Association (FHSAA).
Curva reported that two potential constitutional amendments are rising to a level of consideration.  Amendment #2 involves allowing school vouchers to attend and fund private schools and faith-based education.  Amendment #3 addresses the concept that 65% of all education funding be allocated directly to classroom instruction. 
Board member, Eric Stern suggested that it would be helpful to have physical education work directly with the arts group to develop and coordinate an art and physical education, hands-on projects.






B. Award Review Committee

Chair of the Awards Review Committee, Hollie Newnam reported that the committee completed work on reviewing and improving the award forms to enhance understanding and clarity.  The forms have all been posted to the new website and are live, interactive forms, allowing for online nominations.  She reviewed the Awards Chart that graphically depicts the various Alliance level and Association level awards.  She reported that due to the delay in the new website going ‘live’, the awards nomination deadline has been moved to June 23 for this year only.

MOTION #1 PASSED to change the name of the Professional Recognition Award to Program Recognition Award to more fully clarify that this award is designated to honor programs, not individuals. (Johns / Ewbank)
C. Website

Executive Director, Karen J. Dowd reported that after almost four-months of work, the new and re-designed FAHPERDS website went live on April 8th.  Dowd reported that at this point, the new website is approximately 70% completed.  The website masthead has been designed to be clear and bright, all forms are online interactive, including the Exhibitor Contract (new).  The front page includes a slide show of 2007 Conference photos.  Some areas and menu tabs are still under construction as we await key information or formatting.  At this time the web designers are addressing a concern that a few persons have been unable to open or access a few of the menu tabs and/or forms.  Although the problems are quite limited, they are being addressed and resolved.

Dowd noted that by fall, the board will need to address options for more fully utilizing the new website to include requests for advertising.

D. 2008 Advocacy Strategy Panel (ASP)
President Knitt reported that the 2008 Advocacy Strategy Panel (ASP) will meet in the Orlando area on July 14, 2009 from 10:00 – 4:00.  This year efforts will be made to invite/include representatives of some of our key legislative coalition members.  Tentative plans centered on a morning session with only FAHPERDS members and then include the partners in lunch and the afternoon session. E. 2008 Conference Program





· The Executive Committee recommended that in order to maximize the use of funds, that the Fall Journal be reformatted to a landscape, approximately 12-page, full color document that continues the recent tradition of featuring only the conference.   In this format, the only informational column will be presented by the president, rather than from each association and president.  Doing so will save space and redundancy.  Each association will still have a boxed in area with which to draw attention to key programs and/or speakers.  Since the fall journal goes out to approximately 5500 addresses (all members, exhibitors and all Florida K-20 schools), there should be some cost savings.  (SEE MOTION)

· Discussion of the overall program schedule and a re-work of meeting room assignments to accommodate the loss of the two Martinique Ballrooms.

· Several Pre-Conference Workshops have been arranged by Knitt and Dowd.  They include the following:

· Archery in the Schools (Certification Program):  Thursday, 9:30 – 4:30, presented by Steve Robbins, Florida Wildlife Commission

· A Physical Education Pre-Conference Workshop (Title TBD):  Thursday, 9:30 – 4:30 or 5:00, presented by Cathie Summerford, owner of Fit4Learning.  The workshop will address K-Middle School Physical Education and integrating various academic modules and brain-physical activity learning.

· Peggy Johns reported that a Health Education Pre-Conference Workshop is currently in the planning stages.

· Special Invited Speakers:  

· Dowd reported that her negotiations were successful with Theresa and Steve Cone (NJ) to present one double program session on Teaching Children Dance and one single program session on Creating Dance from Sport Skills.  These sessions will be co-sponsored by Physical Education and Dance.
· The Physical Education Association reported that Robert Pangrazi will present two sessions in the regular program schedule.

· The Friday Night All-Conference Social Event outside around the 250,000 gallon lagoon swimming pool will be themed the FAHPERDS REGATTA to compliment Don’s nautical theme, ‘Sailing into the Future’.
F.  2009 AAHPERD Convention, Tampa:  Local Arrangements Committee (LAC) will be Co-Chaired by Karen J. Dowd and Hollie Newnam.  The LAC, actually a series of about 13 different committees, handles the onsite responsibilities assigned by AAHPERD to the state association co-sponsors.  Dowd invited board members who want to be involved in this important work to submit their names to either of the co-chairs.  She cautioned that most of those who participate on committees will still need to cover their own convention registration costs, room costs and they will miss much of the actual convention proceedings.  It is a labor of love and fun.

New Business

A. Preliminary Motions

a. MOTION #2 PASSED: to change the format and content of the Fall Journal to focus primarily on the fall conference with all relevant information included. (Sermon / Thompson)
b. MOTION #3 PASSED: to increase conference registration by $20 for professionals and $10 for students to cover some of the costs of the Regatta. (Ewbank / Corace)

B. 2007-08 Budget Review: President Knitt and Executive Director Dowd reviewed the 2007-08 budget performance.  Without the unanticipated $58,200 investment stipend that had to be added to the budget near the end of the fiscal year, the 2007-08 budget would have yielded a positive margin.






C. 2008-09 Budget Proposal: Dowd reviewed the proposed 2008-09 budget that was developed after discussions by the Executive Committee.  The proposed budget of $300,000 takes into account a few special elements in play at this time.  They include:

a. Increasing costs for most products and services used by FAHPERDS for operations, governance, and all meetings and conferences.

b. A one-time income stream of $9000 for FAHPERDS’ participation as a co-sponsor of the 2009 AAHPERD Convention in Tampa.

c.  The budget challenges currently impacting Florida, resulting in a significant decrease in state funding to schools, which in turn impacts the extent to which teachers can participate in the annual FAHPERDS Conference.

d. The fact that with the 2009 AAHPERD Conference in Florida, some exhibitors are opting to make only one trip to Florida this fiscal year, selecting the AAHPERD Convention over the FAHPERDS Conference.

e. Hints that the 2007-08 JRH-HH income might be below early projections.

f. Increased costs to continue building and managing the new FAHPERDS Website.
g. Once approved, the budget can be modified early in the fiscal year after JRH-HH and Conference income can be confirmed (September and October).
